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Pre-Mortal Life
Jer 1:5: Before | formed thee in the belly | knew thee; and before thou camest forth
out of the womb | sanctified thee, and | ordained thee a prophet unto the nations.

Heb. 12:9: Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we
gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of
spirits, and live?

Alma 13:3: And this is the manner after which they were ordained—being called and

Terrestrial Kingdom (brightness of the moon)

D&C 76:71-74: And again, we saw the terrestrial world, and behold and lo, these are
they who are of the terrestrial, whose glory differs from that of the church of the
Firstborn who have received the fulness of the Father, even as that of the moon differs
from the sun in the firmament. Behold, these are they who died without law; And also
they who are the spirits of men kept in prison, whom the Son visited, and preached the
gospel unto them, that they might be judged according to men in the flesh; Who
received not the testimony of Jesus in the flesh, but afterwards received it.

Telestial Kingdom (brightness of the stars)

D&C 76:81-87: And again, we saw the glory of the telestial, which glory is that of the
lesser, even as the glory of the stars differs from that of the glory of the moon in the
firmament. These are they who received not the gospel of Christ, neither the testimony
of Jesus. These are they who deny not the Holy Spirit. These are they who are thrust
down to hell. These are they who shall not be redeemed from the devil until the last
resurrection, until the Lord, even Christ the Lamb, shall have finished his work. These
are they who receive not of his fulness in the eternal world, but of the Holy Spirit
through the ministration of the terrestrial; And the terrestrial through the ministration of
the celestial.

Outer Darkness

Rev. 19:20: And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought
miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the
beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of
fire burning with brimstone.

Alma 40:13: And then shall it come to pass, that the spirits of the wicked, yea, who are
evil—for behold, they have no part nor portion of the Spirit of the Lord; for behold, they
chose evil works rather than good; therefore the spirit of the devil did enter into them,
and take possession of their house—and these shall be cast out into outer darkness;
there shall be weeping, and wailing, and gnashing of teeth, and this because of their
own iniquity, being led captive by the will of the devil.
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
